	Presentation includes interesting visual aids, explains reasons for regions, has understandable organization, and fits within time limit.
	At least four sources are included in proper format.  Sources are appropriate to hazard topic. Annotation is included.

	PARTIALLY PROFICIENT
	Geographical regions are merely mentioned.  Description is superficial.  Examples are partially explained.
	Visual aids are included, but hard to follow. Reasons for regions are brief or superficial.

Presentation is too brief or too long. Organization of presentation usually makes sense.
	Resources are fewer than required, or are not in correct format. Annotation is simplistic or incomplete.

	IN PROGRESS
	Information is left out or given haphazardly. Superficial or no examples are given, or they do not fit region.
	Presentation makes audience fall asleep.  It is too short or too long, and is haphazardly organized. Visual aids are hard to follow or are non-existent. 
	Bibliography page is incomplete or not in correct format.  Sources are not annotated.
