1.)Hancock Ave is the only street that 

crosses the Templeton Gap Floodway be-

tween Nevada and Union.  

When approaching the campus from the 

south: 

¶ Cross the Floodway 

¶ Take Hancock to Cumberland Street  

¶ Right on Cumberland to Acacia Drive 

¶ Left on Acacia Drive to Meadow Lane 

¶ Right on Meadow Lane 

¶ Cross Austin Bluffs to campus 

Approaching from the West: 

2.)The Pikes Peak Greenway Trail paral-

lels I-25 between Palmer Lake and Foun-

tain. Cyclists can take the Greenway trail to 

Goose Gossage Park where you can access 

the Templeton Gap Trail  

When approaching the campus from 

Templeton Gap Trail:  

¶ Cross Nevada Ave and continue onto 

Portal Park at Hancock Ave.  

From Portal Park: 

¶ Left on Hancock (which changes names 

to Manchester)  

¶ Right on Cumberland Street  

¶ Left on Acacia Drive 

¶ Right on Meadow Lane 

¶ Cross Austin Bluffs to campus

Approaching from the East 

6.) The multi-use trail on the east side of Un-

ion Boulevard provides access to the underpass 

underneath Union at the northeast corner of Un-

ion and Austin Bluffs Parkway. The underpass 

can also be accessed via Flintridge Drive 

(which has a dedicated bike lane) on the north 

side of Union Boulevard 

  

Approaching from the North  

7.) Pikes Peak Greenway Trail provides 

access to the campus from the north and 

northwest. 

 

8.) Multi-use paved trail and the underpass 

east of Union Boulevard provide access to 

campus from the northeast.  

 

9.)Rockhurst Boulevard: 

 Go to the top of Rockhurst Blvd. 

Park in University Park or anywhere along 

city streets. On bicycle, head toward cell 

phone towers onto Observatory Road (aka. 

Alpine Village Drive aka. Stanton Road) 

Take bike path around the gate on the left 

side downhill. Control your speed and be 

cautious of drainage damage. Once at lower 

gate, head left around gate or dismount 

from bicycle and walk through gate. Take 

Sherpa Trail to main campus.

¶ Left on Meadow Lane 

¶ Cross Austin Bluffs to campus 

 

4) Exiting the Greenway Trail at Austin Bluffs is 

another option: 

¶ Head East to Nevada Avenue  

¶ Cross to east side of Nevada Avenue  

¶ Cross to north side of Austin Bluffs 

¶ Take Austin Bluffs sidewalk trail to campus  

 

5.) Pikes Peak Greenway Trail is another option:  

¶ Take trail to point south of bridge across from 

Monument Creek

Village Center parking lot to sidewalk on west

¶ Take underpass to east Nevada Avenue
