Selected Library Resources for Communication Research
The following resources will help any communication scholar to locate academic articles in communication databases. Some of the databases also include articles and writings from publications in the popular press. Students are recommended to locate academic articles in these databases as opposed to only searching the Internet for information on various websites. Most websites are not considered credible sources of information (even sites like WikiPedia). By contrast, academic articles that are published in academic journals are credible sources and what should be used in an academic paper or essay. That said, you can access these academic articles via the Internet and an electronic database that stores many of the articles in electronic form. That is almost the same as picking up a journal and reading the article in hard copy.
Good luck with your searching….we hope this advice is helpful to you!
Finding periodical literature
To find articles on any topic go to the library home page (http://web.uccs.edu/library) and select Find Articles - Periodical Databases by Name or Subject.  All of the listed databases under each topic area will lead you to articles in magazines, journals and newspapers.

Under Communication the most discipline specific databases are: 
Communication and Mass Media Complete  - articles for all topic areas within communication 
Communication Studies: a Sage Full-text Collection - provides articles from 19 journals going back several years
Given the interdisciplinary nature of the field, sometimes other databases listed here will work well for communication research.

Business Source Premier  - especially helpful for organizational communication topics
 PsychInfo – for topics related to interpersonal communication, male/female communication, persuasion, leadership

Academic Search Premier, Expanded Academic, WilsonWeb -  general databases that will work for any kind of topic e.g. film, public relations, media and will cover both popular magazine literature as well as scholarly articles
We also have a print source located in our Reference Collection:
Ref P87 .C59733    
Communication Abstracts   - this indexes and provides summaries for journal articles and books in the field. This publication comes out every two months. Especially good for media related and public relations topics.
To find out whether we have a specific periodical in our print collection or online use the links embedded in the databases or go the link on the home page Print and Electronic Journal Holdings. Type a specific journal title in the search box. The results will take you either to our library catalog or to a database that contains the full-text.

Finding Books 
Select the option on the Library Home page for Kraemer Library Catalog. You may search by keyword, author, title or subject.

If our library does not own a book that you want to use, go to the link for Prospector either from within our library catalog or from the link on the library home page. You may initiate a request from the Prospector screen.
A Useful Search Engine
Scholargoogle.com sometimes turns ups articles that are not presented in any of the traditional databases listed above.
