Review Content

Please keep in mind that the PG is the leading U.S. venue for the review of books and other scholarly materials in geography and affiliated fields that focus on contemporary issues. In the past, some review submissions have contained too much description of the text and too little analysis of the quality and value of the book. Such reviews do not provide the authors of the publications and the reader of the reviews with a fair assessment of the book.

REVIEW FORMAT
 All review submitted need to conform to the following specifications:
1. The review's text should be about 500 words in length.

2. The review should be double spaced, including the initial bibliographic information.
3. Margins should be set at 1.5 inches on the left and 1.0 inches on the right.

4.  Begin the review by (1) citing the book's bibliographic information and (2) the reviewer's name and affiliation in the following, double-spaced format:

Geography and the Human Spirit. Anne Buttimer. Baltimore: John Hopkins University Press, 1983. xiv and 285 pp., maps, diagrs., photos, notes, appendices, and index. $39.95 cloth (ISBN 0-8018-4338-3).
