Talk about and note whether or not these things have happened to you, discuss the outcome, discuss what you did to make sure that the “thing” either happened or didn’t happen again, discuss what the others reacted, discuss how it made you feel. Share with your group members, the point of this is to get feedback. After ten minutes we will come together as a class and hear the best example from each group and how it impacted interpersonal communication. 

1. Getting in a fight with your best friend 

2. Having a close relationship with someone where money was an issue

3. Having someone talk about you behind your back, and you found out or heard it

4. Taking or being taken advantage of 

5. Lying to a loved one or being lied to

6. You took a risk and told the person you had a crush that you liked them 

7. You expected something to happen but it didn’t 

8. You gave words of affirmation to someone

9. You sent a message (email, IM, or spoke) that was not received the way it was meant

10. Stepped out of your “league” to date someone who was in a different “league”

11. Took the credit for something that you didn’t do 

12. Blamed someone else for your mistake

13. Have attributed a stereotype to a group or to a person 

14. You have your culture, traditions or religion take precedence over other people and have had to explain to an upset friend or partner why they were left out 

15. You have a serious talk with your parents about something

16. You try to reason with a younger person 

17. Getting praise for hard work

18. Talking with someone who had poor posture, looked at the time, didn’t make eye contact…
19. Talked with someone who was an active listener
