This planning worksheet represents a guide for community college students transferring to the University of
Colorado at Colorado Springs (UCCS) and majoring in Mathematics, Secondary Education.

This guide is not part of the state-wide “60+60” articulation agreement, but can be used to efficiently transfer to
UCCS for secondary education licensure. Students who complete this guide will have a remaining 63 hours to
complete the degree at UCCS, bringing the total credit hours to 125 hours. Native UCCS students complete 121
total hours.

UCCS will only accept transfer courses completed with a grade of “C” or better. A “B-* or better must be earned in
ENG 121, EDU 221, and PSY 238.

Courses taken at other colleges, AP, IB, CLEP, and other sources of credit may not be applicable upon transfer to
UCCS even if applied to the associate’s degree at the community college.
