Welcome to the Fall 2009 semester!  
 Last year  was a banner year for fundraising. We raised over $5,000 in donations to meet  a challenge grant from Gay & 
Lesbian Fund for Colorado and received an additional $15,000 Ally grant from the foundation.   The Center was also awarded a 
$25,000 project grant to study the Organizational Change Due to Projects Sponsored by the Gay & Lesbian Fund of Colorado. The 
project is being coordinated by Dr. Richard Dukes and Dr. Heather Albanesi, with Graduate Research Assistant Marsha Singlevich 
(all in the Department of Sociology).    
 The funds raised helped to support the execution and co-sponsorship of more than 15 UCCS and locally sponsored 
events including the Annual Woman to Woman Dialogue series, Rocky Mountain Women’s Film Festival and visiting Scholars: 
Dr. Michael Kimmel, Dr. Richard King, and Dr. Aaron Belkin. 
 The Center’s two, nationally recognized and awarding winning, anchor programs were also presented. The 10th Annual 
White Privilege Conference was held April 1-4, 2000 in Memphis Tennessee.  Over 940 participants attended the conference 
from 33 states, 5 Canadian provinces, and Bermuda, and had the opportunity to attend over 100 workshops featuring 159 presenters, 
16 Institutes, 5 daily films, and 5 caucuses/support groups.  The Youth Leadership Conference included 84 high school students 
from the around the country.   More than 75% of respondents agreed with having the opportunity to discuss how white privilege, 
white supremacy, and oppression affect’s my daily life, gaining strategies for addressing issues of privilege and oppression regard-
ing social and economic justice; connecting with others who can help me sustain, enhance, and expand anti-racist activity and gain-
ing new information and resources. In addition, 94% were satisfied with the overall quality of the conference, 75% plan to return to 
the WPC and 83% will recommend the WPC to others.   
 The summer 2009 Knapsack Institute: Transforming the Curriculum (KI) was attended by 23 participants from 
five states, including 11 UCCS faculty and staff, who represented education (K-12 and post-secondary) and the non-profit sectors.  
Co-facilitated by Dr. Brenda J. Allen, Dr. Abby Ferber, Dr. Andrea Herrera, and Dena R. Samuels the three day institute offered 
workshops, leadership development, and resources on teaching a diverse student body, creating inclusive classrooms, and integrat-
ing race, gender, and LGBT issues into the curriculum.  One of the participants reflected upon the experience by commenting:  “It 
may sound odd, but something just moved me to attend the KI.  I had no previous knowledge of it – just read about it on a list serve 
and felt I needed to see what it was all about.  The workshops ended up being a “transformative” experience for me, professionally 
and personally.  It left me stirring in one way, and peaceful in another.  I walked away feeling re-energized and re-focused.  It was 
so moving to find a “space” in the academy for intense, emotional, work like this.  I hope to see KI friends again!  Many, many, 
Thanks!” 
 The Center could not accomplish all of the  its goals without the support of our partners such as Colorado College, 
American Association of University Women, Colorado Springs Diversity Forum, Smart-Girl,  Rocky Mountain Women’s Film Fes-
tival, the Women’s and Ethnic studies and Sociology departments and many others.  We are also fortunate to have a wonderful 
Community Advisory Board. 
 For the upcoming academic year The Matrix Center will continue to be a unique local and national resource on the cutting 
edge of advancing dialogue, knowledge and community collaboration to advance inclusion and our mission: to “foster an intellec-
tual climate that supports inclusion and collaboration to examine the intersections of oppression and privilege and promote solutions 
to inequality.”

WEST faculty members Andrea Herrera and Dena Samuels co-facilitated a mini-Knapsack Institute in 
Victoria, British Columbia on August 12th and 13th, 2009. They provided strategies and techniques for 
teaching issues of social justice to local administrators, K12 educators, University of Vancouver faculty, 
activists, trainers, and administrative staff at Caring for First Nations Children Society. The two-day insti-
tute was tailored specifically for the local attendees and focused on the challenges of Aboriginal-White 
relations. The institute brought together a range of expertise and experience from around the area in-
cluding some who were brand new teachers to 35-year veterans. Incorporating an intersectional frame-
work, and one that includes the concept of privilege, provided new ways of understanding and methods 
for teaching social justice, diversity, and inclusiveness. The gathering provided a rare opportunity to 
share experiences and discuss within a comparative, global context the histories, perspectives, and cul-
tural experiences of racial/ethnic minority groups within the United States and traditionally oppressed 
groups in Canada in general, and British Columbia in particular.  Institute evaluation responses were ex-
cellent, and several of the attendees hope to join us for the 2010 White Privilege Conference in Lacrosse, 
Wisconsin in April.  The Institute was offered under the auspices of the Matrix Center. 

 “ A Look at the Schoolteacher Revolutionary” 

A public presentation by Professor Tanalis Padilla, from Dartmouth College. will focus on the activism 
of rural schoolteachers as a window into the social protests that marked twentieth-century Mexican his-
tory. In comparison to its southern neighbors, Mexico has been considered a country of relative stability. 
For instance, the lack of the national guerrilla movements characteristic of Central America and the ab-
sence of military coups that plagued so many South American countries has created a perception of 
Mexican political stability under the PRI. However, the 1994 indigenous uprising in the southern Mexican 
state of Chiapas brought this image to a crashing halt. And yet, if we examine the decades prior to this 
rebellion we see a landscape marked by social protest that included peasants, oil and rail workers, stu-
dents, teachers, housewives and shantytown dwellers. Because of their geographic distribution and con-
nection between rural and urban centers, teachers became key protagonists in many of Mexico’s most 
important social movements. This presentation will trace their experience and tell the story about the 
many rural schoolteachers that became grass roots revolutionaries.
